The people were filled with expectation, and all were asking in
their hearts whether John might be the Christ. John answered
them all, saying, “I am baptizing you with water, but one
mightier than I is coming. I am not worthy to loosen the thongs
of his sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and
fire.”After all the people had been baptized and Jesus also had
been baptized and was praying, heaven was opened and the
Holy Spirit descended upon him in bodily form like a dove.
And a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with
you I am well pleased.”

Brief Comment

Comentario Breve

The Eastern Church considers several events in the life of Jesus
to be ‘epiphanies’ or ‘manifestations/revelations’ of Jesus’ true
exalted identity and mission. Among these are Baptismto the
magi (which the Church celebrated last Sunday), Baptismof
Jesus’ first miracle of turning water into wine at the wedding of
Cana (which we will remember next week), and Baptismto
Jesus and about Jesus, which took place during Jesus’ baptism
at the River Jordan. As Jesus’ baptism marked the end of his
“hidden years” and the beginning of his public ministry, with
this Sunday the final week of the Christmas season also closes
and the Ordinary Time of the liturgical calendar begins. In
today’s gospel we once again find the figure of John the Baptist,
as we had found him in the Advent readings. Today the
precursor’s announcements gives way to their fulfillment as
Jesus arrives to be baptized. John must have been a very
important figure in first century Palestine, and he must have led
a very successful conversion movement characterized by
repentance, asceticism, and wholehearted commitment to the
coming kingdom of God. The break with the past and the
embracing of a new life and earnest preparation was signaled
by an immersion (a baptism) in the waters of the Jordan, which
was a river that reminded Jews of their ancestors’ liberation
from slavery into the freedom of the Promised Land. Fetrvent
messianic expectations must have been palpable as John
announced the coming of the one who would cleanse the world
with the “Holy Spirit and fire” and bring about God’s own
sovereign order. In this desert wilderness Jesus comes to hear
John and to associate himself with his urgent message about
the coming reigning of God. And while praying — and Luke is
the gospel that most features Jesus in prayer — Jesus has a
defining experience that would inspire his ministry until its
completion. Jesus, empowered and inspired by the Spirit, heard
the voice of God the Father confirming his unique divine
sonship. As Christians we find here a deeply mysterious
revelation of the one true living God, the Trinity. As Christians
we receive a baptism different from John’s, one in which we are
immersed into the sacramental participation (and
identification) in the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. This too marks a defining moment in our lives, for we
receive the “Spirit of adoption” and are reborn as filii in Filio
(children in the Son) who cry out to God, “Abba!” “Father.” At
our baptism we become “new creations in Christ,” are
incorporated into his Body (the Church), are called to follow
Jesus Christ, and are empowered for the mission of announcing
his Gospel with words, deeds, and life. It is thus very fitting that
at the beginning of ordinary time we are confirmed in our new
baptismal identity as Christians, filled with the Spirit, following
Jesus Christ as adoptive children of the one God and Father of
all, chosen before the foundation of the world to accomplish the
mighty works of God.

La Iglesia oriental considera varios eventos en la vida de Jesus
como ‘epifanias’ o ‘manifestaciones/revelaciones’ de la
verdadera y exaltada identidad y misiéon de Jesus. Entre estas
estan la epifania a los magos (que la Iglesia celebro el pasado
Domingo), la epifania del primer milagro/sefial de Jests en
transformando el agua en vino en las bodas de Cana (que
recordaremos la siguiente semana), y la epifania a Jesus y de
Jesus que tomo lugar durante el bautismo de Jests en el rio
Jordan. Tal como el bautismo de Jests marco el final de sus
“afnos ocultos” y el principio de su ministerio publico, con este
domingo la semana final de la Navidad concluye y el Tiempo
Ordinario del calendario littirgico comienza. En el evangelio de
hoy de nuevo nos encontramos con la figura de Juan Bautista, tal
como lo habiamos encontrado en las lecturas de Adviento. Hoy
el anuncio del precursor da paso a su cumplimiento al llegar
Jesus para ser bautizado. Juan debe de haber sido una figura
importante en la Palestina del primer siglo, y el debia de haber
dirigido un movimiento exitoso de conversion, caracterizado por
el arrepentimiento, ascetismo, y compromiso profundo al reino
de Dios entrante. El corte con el pasado y la acogida a una vida
nueva con una asidua preparacion fue sefialada por una emersion
(un bautizo) en las aguas del Jordan, rio que le recordaba a
judios de la liberacién de sus antepasados de la esclavitud a la
libertad de la Tierra Prometida. Expectativas fervorosas
mesianicas debian de haber sido palpable cuando Juan
anunciaba el que habia de venir a purificar al mundo con “el
Espiritu Santo y fuego” y a inaugurar el orden soberano de Dios.
En el desierto Jesuis viene para oir a Juan y para asociarse con su
mensaje urgente sobre el entrante reinado de Dios. Y mientras
orando — y Lucas es el evangelio que mas presenta a Jesas
orando — Jesus tiene una experiencia impactante que inspirara su
ministerio hasta su cumplimiento. Jesus, inspirado por el
Espiritu, oy6 la voz de Dios Padre confirmando su filiacion
divina y inica. Como cristianos aqui encontramos una revelacion
profunda y misteriosa del anico Dios viviente, la Trinidad. Como
cristianos hemos recibidos un bautismo diferente al de Juan, uno
en que somos sumergidos en una participaciéon sacramental (y
identificacion) en la muerte, entierro, y resurreccion de
Jesucristo. Esto también marca un momento sefialado en
nuestras vidas, porque recibimos el “Espiritu de adopcion” y
renacimos como filii in Filio (hijos en el Hijo) quienes claman,
“Abba!” “Padre.” En nuestro bautismo nos convertimos en
“nuevas creaciones en Cristo,” fuimos incorporados en su
Cuerpo (la Iglesia), somos llamados a seguir a Jesucristo, y
somos apoderados para la misiéon de anunciar el Evangelio con
palabras, obras y vida. Es muy apropiado que al comienzo del
Tiempo Ordinario seamos afirmados en nuestra identidad
bautismal como cristianos, llenos del Espiritu, siguiendo a
Jesucristo como hijos e hijas adoptivos del inico Dios y Padre de
todos, ‘elegidos desde antes de la fundaciéon del mundo para
anunciar las obras poderosas de Dios’.
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Avnvouncements [ Annnclos
Jubilee 2025

The jubilee calls for us to set out on a journey and to cross boundaries. When we travel, we do not only change place physically, but we
also change ourselves. Hence, it is important to prepare ourselves well, to plan the route, and learn about the destination. In this sense,
the Jubilee pilgrimage begins before the start of the journey itself: the starting point is the decision to set out. The etymology of the
word “pilgrimage” is quite telling and has undergone little change in meaning over the years. The word comes from the Latin “per ager,”
meaning "across the fields," or perhaps from “per eger” meaning “border crossing”: both possible origins point to the distinctive aspect
of undertaking a journey.

In the Bible, Abraham is described as a person on a journey: “Go forth from your land, your relatives, and from your father’s
house” (Genesis 12:1). With these words Abraham begins his adventure, which ends in the Promised Land, where he is remembered as
a “wandering Aramean” (Deuteronomy 26:5). Jesus’ ministry can also be seen as a journey, from Galilee to the Holy City of Jerusalem
... “As the time drew near when Jesus would be taken up to heaven, he made up his mind and set out on his way to Jerusalem.” (Luke
9:51). Christ himself calls His disciples to walk this road, and even today Christians are those who follow him and set out after Him.

The journey takes place gradually: there are various routes to choose from and places to discover; it is made up of particular sets of
circumstances, moments of catechesis, sacred rites and liturgies. Along the way our traveling companions entich us with new ways of
understanding things and fresh perspectives. Contemplation of creation is also part of the journey and helps us to realize that care for
creation “is an essential expression of our faith in God and our obedience to his will” (Pope Francis, Letter for the Jubilee 2025).
Pilgrimage is an experience of conversion, of transforming one's very being to conform it to the holiness of God. During the
pilgrimage, one also shares in the experience of those who, for various reasons, are forced to leave their homelands to seck a better life
for themselves and their family.

E/ Jubileo nos pide que nos pongamos en camino y que superemos algunos limites. Cuando nos movemos, de hecho, no cambiamos solo de lugar, sino que nos

transformanmos nosotros niismos. Por eso, es importante prepararse, planificar el trayecto y conocer la meta. En este sentido la peregrinacidn que caracteriza este

aio empieza antes del propio viaje: su punto de partida es la decision de hacerlo. La etimologia de la palabra ‘peregrinacion’ es decididamente significativa y ha

sufrido pocos cambios de significado. En ¢fecto, la palabra deriva del latin per ager, que significa “a través de los campos”, o per eger, que significa “cruce de
Sfrontera”: ambas raices sefialan el aspecto distintivo de emprender un viage.

Abrabam, en la Biblia, es descrito ast, como nna persona en camino: “Sal de tu tierra, de tu patria, y de la casa de tu padre” (Gn 12,1). Con estas palabras
comienza su aventura, que termina en la Tierra Prometida, donde es recordado como un “arameo errante” (Dt 26,5). También el ministerio de Jesiis se
identifica con un viaje desde Galilea hacia la Ciudad Santa: “Cuando se completaron los dias en que iba a ser llevado al cielo, Jesis tomd la decision de ir a
Jerusalin” (L 9,51). E mismo llama a los discipulos a recorrer este camino y todavia hoy los cristianos son aguellos que lo signen y se ponen a acomparnarlo.

E/ recorrido, en realidad, se construye progresivamente: hay varios itinerarios por elegir, lugares por descubrir; las situaciones, las catequesis, los ritos y las
liturgias, los companieros de viaje permiten enriquecerse con nuevos contenidos y perspectivas. La contemplacion de lo creado también forma parte de todo esto y es
una ayuda para aprender que cuidar la creacion “es una expresion esencial de la fe en Dios y de la obediencia a su voluntad” (Francisco, Carta para el Jubileo
2025). La peregrinacion es una experiencia de conversion, de cambio de la propia existencia para orientarla hacia la santidad de Dios. Con ella, también se
hace propia la experiencia de esa parte de la humanidad que, por diversas ragones, se ve obligada a ponerse en camino para buscar un mundo mejor para si
misma_y para la propia familia.
