There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of
Jesus was there. Jesus and his disciples were also invited to the
wedding. When the wine ran short, the mother of Jesus said to
him, “They have no wine.” And Jesus said to her, “Woman, how
does your concern affect me? My hour has not yet come.” His
mother said to the servers, “Do whatever he tells you.”Now
there were six stone water jars there for Jewish ceremonial
washings, each holding twenty to thirtir allons. Jesus told
them, “Fill the jars with water.” So they fi leg them to the brim.
Then he told them, “Draw some out now and take it to the
headwaiter.” So they took it. And when the headwaiter tasted
the water that had become wine, without knowing where it
came from— although the servers who had drawn the water
knew — the headwaiter called the bridegroom and said to him,
“Everyone serves good wine first, and then when people have
drunk freely, an inferior one; but you have keﬁt the good wine
until now.” Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs at Cana
in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his disciples began to
believe in him.

Brief Comment

Among the most evocative biblical images of the relationship
between God and is people Israel is that of the groom and the
bride. The image was used by prophets such as Jeremiah and
Hosea to speak of the faithful love of the Yahweh for his often
unfaithful spouse Israel who were joined by a sacred covenant.
Later the theme of the messianic wedding banquet became an
image that envisioned the awaited moment in which Yahweh
and Israel would finally celebrate the feast of their marriage in
the fulfillment of abundance and joy. In today’s gospel we find
a third ‘epiphany’ in a series of epiphanies, which included the
revelation to the nations represented by the magi, the epiphany
of Jesus’ unicgle filial relationship to God at the({]ordan iver,
and today at Cana of Galilee as Jesus “manifested” his identity
and mission to his disciples as the one who in a wedding
banquet brings messianic abundance and joy, and by ‘savin,
the best wine for last’ announcing the inauguration of the fina
era, the messianic age. Unlike the three Synoptic Gospels of
Matthew, Mark and Luke, the Gospel of John refers to Jesus’
miracles not as ‘deeds of power’, but as semeion (signs). These
events are extraordinary and revelatory, and point to God’s

oodness and power acting in Jesus. In John’s highly symbol-
rich goipel the miracle of transforming water into wine stands
as the first of seven signs that reveal Jesus’ true identity, the
meaning of his life an% the mission that he will accomplish.
They astonish and affect; and each paves the way for the
ultimate sign when, in the language of John’s gospel, Jesus’
“hour” arrives and he is “lifted up” on the cross to be revealed
and “draw all people to himself.” The miracle at the wedding,
the first of the signs, also reveals to us someone who listens to
requests and responds to needs bringing abundance and joy
even when these seem to run out. In addition, the sacramental
meaning of this sign would also be significant to John’s
community. The Eucharist is an act of transformation, but also
transforms those who partake of it. And to stress the
importance of this event, the writer of the Fourth Gospel does
not miss the opportunity to tell us that the “mother of Jesus was
there.” Mary’s role among the first Christian communities must
have been significant for the gospel writers to place her in such
momentous occasions astesus’ first teaching in the Temple,
his first sign, at his crucifixion and at Pentecost. Her few, but
carefully chosen words in this ]gospel, are words of concern for a
potentially embarrassed family, and the other is a clear and
resolute exhortation to the servers, “Do whatever he tells you.”
Mary’s concern for the needs of others, her bold trust in her son
despite his seeming reluctance, as well as her command to
obedience, makes this story stand as one of the more
significant snapshots of her participation in the ministry of
Jesus. This image of Mary has consoled and inspired Christians
throughout the centuries. Married couples and families should
take special note of this text that celebrates the exalted dignity
of marriage, most particularly as marriages and families face
struggles and challenges both from within themselves and from
society. Finally, the result of Jesus’ first sign is that “his
disciples believed in him.” Belief is the beginning of faith,
because invites entrusting oneself boldly to God and toward a
resolute commitment to doing the will of God. Like in the
gospel account, Mary says to {1esus’ disciples everywhere and of
every age, “Do whatever he tells you.”

En aquel tiempo, habia una boda en Cana de Galilea, y la madre
de Jesus estaba alli. []esﬁs y sus discipulos estaban también
invitados a la boda. Falt6 el vino, y la madre de Jests le dijo: "No
les queda vino." Jesus le contest6: ""Mujer, déjame, todavia no ha
llegado mi hora." Su madre dijo a los sirvientes: "Haced lo que
él diga." Habia alli colocadas seis tinajas de piedra, para las
urificaciones de los judios, de unos cien litros cada una. Jests
Fes dijo: "Llenad las tinajas de agua." Y las llenaron hasta arriba.
Entonces les mand6: ""Sacad ahora y llevadselo al mayordomo."
Ellos se lo llevaron. E1 mayordomo probé el agua convertida en
vino sin saber de donde venia (los sirvientes si lo sabian, pues
habian sacado el agua), y entonces llamé al novio y le dijo:
""Todo el mundo pone primero el vino bueno y cuando ya estan
bebidos, el peor; t, en cambio, has guardado el vino bueno
hasta ahora." Asi, en Cana de Galilea Jesus comenzo sus signos,
manifesto su gloria, y creci6 la fe de sus discipulos en él.

Comentario Breve

Entre las imagenes biblicas mas evocativas de la relacion entre
Dios y su pueblo Israel es la de las bodas del novio y su novia. La
imagen fue empleada fpor profetas como Jeremias y Oseas para
hablar sobre el amor fiel de Yahve dpor su pueblo Israel que con
frecuencia le era infiel y a su sagrada alianza. Subsecuentemente
el tema del banquete nupcial mesianicas surgié como imagen
ﬁue visualizaba el momento esperado en que Yahve y Israel

egarian a celebrar su unién en la culminacion de abundancia y
gozo. En el evangelio de hoy encontramos una tercera ‘epifania’
en una serie de epifanias, cuales incluyen la revelacion de Cristo
a las naciones representadas por los magos, la epifania de la
relacion dnica filial con Dios en el rio Jordan, y hoy en Cana de
Galilea en que Jesus le“manifiesta” su identidad y mision a sus
discipulos como el que, en c&ue en un banquete de bodas trae
abundancia y gozo, y en guardando lo mejor para el final, para la
inauguracion de la edad mesianica. Distinto a los tres evangelios
sinépticos de Mateo, Marcos y Lucas, el evangelio de Juan se
refiere a los milagros de Jestis no como ‘demuestras de poder’,
pero como semeion (signos). Estos eventos son extraordinarios y
revelatorios, sefialando apuntando a la bondad de Dios
actuando en Jesus para el bien de todos. En el evangelio rico en
simbolo de Juan el milagro de transformar agua en vino se coloca
como el primero de siete signos &‘ue revelan la verdadera
identidad de Jesus, el significado de su vida y mision que
cumplira. Estos signos asombran y afectan; cada uno allana el
camino para el signo definitivo cuando, en el idioma del Cuarto
Evangelio, la “hora” de Jesus llega y el es “levantado” en la cruz

ara ser revelado y “atraer a togos hacia el.” El milagro de la
goda, el primer de los signos también nos revela a un Jesus que
escucha las plegarias y responded a las necesidades trayendo
abundancia y gozo aun cuando estas faltan. Aun mas, el sentido
sacramental de este signo hubiese sido significativo para la
comunidad de Juan. La eucaristia es un acto de transformacion,
pero también transforma a los que participan de ella. Y para
enfatizar la importancia de este evento, el autor del Cuarto
Evangelio no pierde la ?ortunidad de decirnos que “la madre
de Jesus estaba alli.” El papel de Maria entre las primeras
comunidades cristianas tenia que haber sido significativo para
que los evangelistas la hubiesen reconocido en tan
transcendentes y decisivos ocasiones como la de la primera
ensefianza de Jesus en el Templo, su primer signo, su crucifixiéon
y en Pentecostés. Sus pocas, pero cuidadosamente escogidas
palabras en este evangelio, son palabras de ]El)reocupacién por la
posible situacion avergonzada de una familia, y la otra es una
clara y resolute exhortacion, “Hagan lo que ¢l les diga.” La
preocupacion de Maria por las necesidades de los demas, su
audaz confianza en su hijo a pesar de su aparente renuencia, tal
como su instruccion a la obediencia, hacen de esta historia una
de las vistas mas significantes de la participacion de Maria en el
ministerio de Jesis. Esta imagen de Maria ha consolado e
inspirado a cristianos a lo largo de los siglos. Matrimonios y
familias deben de tomar nota especial de este texto que celebra
la exaltada dignidad del matrimonio, particularmente cuando los
matrimonios y las familias enfrentan dificultades y retos tanto
como desde d}éntro y desde la sociedad. Finalmente, el resultado
del primer signo de Jests fue que “sus discipulos creyeron en
el.” La creencia es el principio de la fe, porque invita a que nos
encomendemos audazmente a Dios y tomemos un compromiso
resoluto en cumplir su voluntad. Como la narracion del
evangelio, Maria les dice a todos discipulos en todo el mundo y
en toda época, “Hagan lo que él les diga.”

Tradition dictates that each Jubilee is proclaimed through the publication of a Papal (or Pontifical) ‘Bull of Indiction’.

By ‘Bull’ is meant an official document, generally written in Latin, bearing the seal of the Pope, the shape of which

gives its name to the document itself.

In the past the seal was usually made of lead and bore, on the front, the image of the Holy Apostles Peter and Paul,
founders of the Church of Rome, and, on the back, the name of the current Pontiff. Later an ink stamp replaced the

metal seal, which, however, continued to be used for more important documents.

Each Bull is identified by its initial words. For example, Saint John Paul IT proclaimed the Great Jubilee of the Year
2000 with the Bull Incarnationis Mysterium (The Mystery of the Incarnation), while Pope Francis proclaimed the
Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy (2015-2016) with the Bull Misericordiae vultus (The face of mercy).

The Bull announcing the Jubilee, which indicates the dates of the beginning and end of the Holy Year, is usually
issued the previous year, coinciding with the Solemnity of the Ascension. For the 2025 Jubilee, publication is expected
on May 9, 2024.

La tradicion dicta que cada Jubileo se proclame a través de la publicacion de una Bula Papal (o Bula Pontificia) de convocatoria. Por
“Bula” se entiende un documento oficial, generalmente escrito en latin, con el sello del Papa, cnya forma da nombre al documento. Al
principio el sello solia ser de plomo_y llevaba en el anverso la imagen de los Santos Apdstoles Pedro y Pablo, Fundadores de la Iglesia de

Roma, y en el reverso el nombre del Pontifice.
Ms tarde, un sello de tinta sustitnyd el sello metdilico, pero éste se siguio utilizando para los documentos de mayor importancia.

Cada Bula se identifica por sus palabras iniciales. Por ejemplo, San Juan Pablo 11 convocd el Gran Jubileo del aiio 2000 con la

Bula Incarnationis mysterinm (“El Misterio de la Encarnacion”), mientras que el Papa Francisco convocd el Jubileo Exctraordinario de la
Misericordia (2015-2016) con la Bula Misericordiae vultus (“E/ rostro de la misericordia”).

La Bula de convocatoria del [ubileo, en la que se indican las fechas de inicio y fin del Aso Santo, suele publicarse el aiio anterior,

coincidiendo con la Solemnidad de la Ascension. Para el Jubileo del 2025, estd previsto que se publique el 9 de mayo de 2024.
