When the day came for them to be purified as laid down by the
Law of Moses, the parents of Jesus took him up to Jerusalem to
present him to the Lord, — observing what stands written in the
Law of the Lord: Every first-born male must be consecrated to
the Lord — and also to offer in sacrifice, in accordance with
what is said in the Law of the Lord, a pair of turtledoves or two
young pigeons.

Now in Jerusalem there was a man named Simeon. He was an
upright and devout man; he looked forward to Israel’s
comforting and the Holy Spirit rested on him. It had been
revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death
until he had set eyes on the Christ of the Lord. Prompted by the
Spirit he came to the Temple and when the parents brought in
the child Jesus to do for him what the Law required, he took
him into his arms and blessed God; and he said:

“Now, Master, you can let your servant go in peace,

just as you promised;

because my eyes have seen the salvation

which you have prepared for all the nations to see,

a light to enlighten the pagans

and the glory of your people Israel.”

As the child’s father and mother stood there wondering at the
things that were being said about him, Simeon blessed them
and said to Mary his mother, “You see this child: he is destined
for the fall and?;r the rising of many in Israel, destined to be a
sign that is rejected — and a sword will pierce your own soul too
— so that the secret thoughts of many may be laid bare.”

There was a prophetess also, Anna the daughter of Phanuel, of
the tribe of Asher. She was well on in years. Her days of
irlhood over, she had been married for seven years before
ecoming a widow. She was now eighty-four years old and
never left the Temple, serving God night and day with fasting
and prayer. She came by just at that moment and began to
raise God; and she spoke of the child to all who Iooked
orward to the deliverance of Jerusalem.

When they had done everything the Law of the Lord required,
they went back to Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth.
Meanwhile the child grew to maturity, and he was filled with
wisdom; and God’s favour was with him.

Brief Comment

The Presentation of the Lord shows us what it means to trust
God with our whole lives. Mary and Joseph brought Jesus to the
Temple, offering Him to God as the law required. They were
humble and obedient, even though they knew Jesus was the
Son of God. They didn’t need the Iaw to tell them who He was,
but they chose to follow God’s ways. This shows us how we,
too, can live in obedience to God, even when it doesn’t make
sense to others. Mary and Joseph’s faithfulness is an example of
trusting God completely.

Simeon and Anna are also part of this story. They waited their
whole lives to see God’s promise come true. They spent years
prayin§ and hoping in the Temple, even when there was no
sign of the Messiah. When Jesus finally arrived, they saw Him
and understood who He was immediately. Their patience and
faith remind us to keep trusting in God’s promises, even if it
takes a long time to see them fulfilled. They were able to
recognize Jesus because they stayed close to God.

This event also teaches us about offering our own lives to God.
Mary and Joseph presented Jesus in the Temple, and we are
invited to present our lives to God, too. This doesn’t just mean
ﬁ)ing to church but offering our hearts, minds, and actions to
im each day. Like them, we are called to be humble, open,
and ready to do God’s will. This can mean making sacrifices,
choosing what’s right over what’s easy, or simply asﬁing God to
lead us.
Finally, the Presentation shows us how to be a light in the
world. Simeon called Jesus a “light for revelation.” Jesus is the
Liﬁht of the World, and we are called to share that light by
following His example. Our words and actions can bring hope,
peace, and love to others. Every small act of kindness, every
time we forgive, or help someone in need, we are reflecting
Jesus’ light.

Comentario Breve

La Presentacion del Sefior nos muestra qué significa confiar en
Dios con nuestras vidas enteras. Maria y José llevaron a Jesus al
Templo, oftreciéndolo a Dios como lo requeria la ley. Ellos fueron
humildes y obedientes, aunque sabian que Jests era el Hijo de
Dios.

Lzl e A10E Reconciliation

Reconciliacion

A Jubilee year is a sign of reconciliation because it establishes a “favorable time” (cf. 2 Corinthians 6:2) for conversion. We
are called to put God at the center of our lives, growing toward Him and acknowledging His primacy. Even the Biblical call
for the restoration of social justice and respect for the earth stems from a theological reality: if God is the creator of the
universe, He must be given priority over every reality and partisan interest. It is God who makes this year holy by
bestowing on us His own holiness.

As Pope Francis recalled in the 2015 Bull proclaiming the Extraordinary Holy Year, “Mercy is not opposed to justice but
rather expresses God’s way of reaching out to the sinner, offering him a new chance to look at himself, convert, and
believe. [...] God’s justice is his mercy given to everyone as a grace that flows from the death and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. Thus, the Cross of Christ is God’s judgement on all of us and on the whole wotld, because through it he offers us
the certainty of love and new life” (Misericordiae Vultus, 21).

In practical terms, reconciliation involves receiving the sacrament of Reconciliation, taking advantage of this time to
rediscover the value of confession, and expetiencing God's personal words of forgiveness. There ate some Jubilee churches
that stay open continuously to make available the sacrament of Reconciliation. You can prepare yourself to receive the
sacrament by following a guide.

El Jubileo es un signo de reconciliacion, porque abre un «tiempo favorable» (¢fr. 2 Cor 6,2) para la propia conversion. Uno pone a Dios en
el centro de la propia existencia, dirigiéndose hacia El y reconociéndole la primacia.

Como recordaba el Papa Francisco en la bula de convocatoria del ano santo extraordinario del 2015: “La misericordia no se opone a la

Justicia, sino que expresa el comportamiento de Dios con el pecador, ofreciéndole nna nueva oportunidad de arrepentirse, convertirse_y creer
[+..]. Esta justicia de Dios es la misericordia concedida a todos como gracia en virtud de la muerte y resurreccion de Jesucristo. La Cruzg de
Cristo, por tanto, es el juicio de Dios sobre todos nosotros y sobre el mundo, porque ofrece la certeza del amor y de la vida nueva
(Misericordiae Vultus, 21).

Concretamente, se trata de vivir el sacramento de la reconciliacion, de aprovechar este tiempo para redescubrir el valor de la confesion y
recibir personalmente la palabra del perdin de Dios. Hay algunas iglesias jubilares que ofrecen continuamente esta posibilidad. Puedes
