Jesus took Peter, John, and James and went up the mountain to pray.
While he was praying his face changed in appearance and his clothing
became dazzling white. And behold, two men were conversing with him,
Moses and Elijah, who appeared in glory and spoke of his exodus that he
was going to accomplish in Jerusalem. Peter and his companions had
been overcome by sleep, but becoming fully awake, they saw his glory
and the two men standing with him. As they were about to part from
him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is good that we are here; let us make
three tents, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” But he did
not know what he was saying. While he was still speaking, a cloud came
and cast a shadow over them, and they became frightened when they
entered the cloud. Then from the cloud came a voice that said, “This is
my chosen Son; listen to him.” After the voice had spoken, Jesus was
found alone. They fell silent and did not at that time tell anyone what they
had seen.

Comentario Breve

Brief Comment

In Luke’s gospel, couched between Jesus’ ministry in the Galilee and his
lengthy journey to Jerusalem, is the story of the Transfiguration of the
Lord. Prior to the extraordinary epiphany, Peter makes a confession of
faith in Jesus as the unique Son of the living God. Jesus also announces
his forthcoming passion and he details the conditions for discipleship.
These conditions include self-denial and an unwavering commitment to
the gospel of the reign of God, to the point of daily carrying one’s cross.
At this crucial moment, when Jesus was about to lead his disciples on a
final journey to Jerusalem, he first lead them up a mountain “to pray,”
and to confirm and strengthen their faith prior to his passion. In last
Sunday’s gospel, Jesus was led by the Spirit into the desert; today Jesus
leads three close disciples to a mountaintop. Both desert and mountain
are places of solitude and recollection. Both are places associated in
ancient Israel with powerful encounters with God. During his prayer
Jesus was transfigured and his glory was revealed to his close disciples.
Moses the liberator and lawgiver, and Elijah the ‘father’ of prophets,
appeared and conversed with Jesus about “his exodus that he was going
to accomplish in Jerusalem.” In his transfiguration Jesus allowed his
disciples to witness his true glory, and how the testimony of both the Law
and the Prophets identify him as, ‘the Holy One of God’. The powerful
religious experience awakened the disciples from their sleep, so as to
enter more consciously into the profound mystery of Jesus™ divine
identity and of the messianic meaning of his life. Ecstatic, Peter
stammered an almost nonsensical request. Continuing on the biblical
themes, the Transfiguration accounts in the gospels present the glory of
God in the same manner we encounter the divine theophany on Mount
Sinai, in a cloud that envelops. The disciples reacted with both
fascination and fear at this mystery that is beyond their comprehension
and beyond their control. They were helpless before its powerful and
enveloping presence. Yet, they heard an authoritative voice from the
cloud, the voice of God, who with the Law and the Prophets confirmed
the reality of who Jesus is. The voice is reminiscent of the revelation to
Jesus in the river Jordan while he was praying following his baptism:
“This is my chosen Son.” This time the voice speaks about him, rather
than to him, and adds the command to the disciples, “Listen to him.” On
this second Sunday of Lent Jesus calls us up to the mountain to pray.
With Holy Week as our destination, we are invited up this spiritual
mountaintop to be affirmed in our faith in Jesus Christ as the unique Son
of God. But we are not to remain there as Peter sought to do; instead, we
are to return to the everyday routines of life, resolved to “listen to him” in
all that we do. We continue our journey of Lent seeking to enter ever
more fully into the mysteties of Jesus passion, cross, death and
resurrection —his exodus —so as to receive the fruits of his liberating
Passover, and be more transfigured into authentic disciples, intrepid
apostles, and intimate friends of the Lord, such as Peter, James and John
would become.

En el evangelio de Lucas — entre el ministerio de Jesus en la Galilea y
su larga jornada hacia Jerusalén— esta localizada la Transfiguracion
del Sefior. Antes de la extraordinaria epifania del relato de la
Transfiguracién, Pedro confiesa su fe en Jesus como el Hijo uinico
del Dios vivo. Jests anuncia su futura pasion y detalla las
condiciones del discipulado. Estas condiciones incluyen abnegacion
y un inquebrantable compromiso al evangelio del reinado de Dios,
hasta el punto de cargar diariamente con nuestra cruz. En este
momento crucial, cuando Jesus iba a dirigir a sus discipulas en su
dltima jornada a Jerusalén, los dirige a una montafia “para orar,” y
para confirmarlos y fortalecerlos en fe antes de su pasion. En el
evangelio del domingo pasado, Jesus fue conducido por el Espiritu
hacia el desierto; hoy Jestis conduce a tres de sus discipulos cercanos
hacia la cima de un monte. Ambos, desierto y monte son lugares de
soledad y recoleccion. Ambos son lugares asociados en el antiguo
Israel con poderosos encuentros con Dios. Durante su oracion Jests
fue transfigurado, y su gloria fue revelada a sus discipulos cercanos.
Moisés el liberador y legislador, y Elias el “padre®™ de los profetas,
aparecieron y conversaron con Jesus “sobre su éxodo que iba a
consumar en Jerusalén.” En su transfiguracién Jesus permitié que
sus discipulos presenciaran su verdadera gloria, y de como el
testimonio de la Ley y de los Profetas lo identifican como “el Santo
de Dios". La potente experiencia religiosa despert6 los discipulos de
su suefio, para asi poder entran mas conscientemente en el profundo
misterio de la identidad divina de Jesus y del significado mesianico
de su vida. Extatico, Pedro tartamudeo una peticion descabellada.
Continuando con los temas biblicos, los relatos de la Transfiguracion
en los evangelios presentan la gloria de Dios de manera parecida en
que encontramos la teofania divina en el Monte Sinai, en una nube
que envuelve. Los discipulos reaccionan con fascinacién y temor
antes el misterio que les queda mas alla de su comprension y mas alla
de su control. Estaban indefensibles ante su poderosa y encubridora
presencia. Sin embargo, oyeron una voz autoritativa desde la nube, la
voz de Dios, que con la Ley y los Profetas confirmo la realidad de
quien es Jesus. La voz es reminiscente a la revelacion a Jesus en el rio
Jordan cuando oraba después de su bautismo, y ahora declara a los
discipulos: “Este es mi Hijo, el escogido.” Esta vez la voz habla
acerca de Jesus, en vez de a el, y afiade la instruccion a los discipulos:
“escuchadle.” En este segundo Domingo de Cuaresma Jestis nos
llama al monte a orar. Con Semana Santa como nuestro destino,
somos invitados a subir este monte espiritual para ser confirmados en
nuestra fe en Jesucristo como el Hijo tnico de Dios. Pero no
debemos atentar, como lo hizo Pedro, a permanecer alli; sino,
debemos de retornar a nuestras rutinas diarias, tesueltos a
“escuchadle” en todo lo que hagamos. Continuamos nuestra jornada
cuaresmal buscando a entrar cada vez mas profundamente en los
misterios de la pasion, cruz, muerte y resurreccion de Jesus —de su
éxodo— para asi recibir los frutos de su Pascua liberadora, y ser mas
transfigurados en auténticos discipulos, apdstoles intrépidos, y
amigos intimos del Sefior, tal como Pedro, Santiago y Juan llegaron a
ser.
